DOWNHILL and CROSS COUNTRY

* At this time, the only requirement relative to Covid and Nevada County is the indoor mask
mandate. The result is that we will be back to “normal” operations
* Group lessons available when we open
* Pre-purchase will not be required, but will be highly encouraged to ensure availability
» Seating for resting or eating will be available — both indoors and outdoors
* Indoor access for lockers and restrooms will be available
* No lesson requirements around parent
accompaniment
* No parking restriction related to requiring a lift ticket
* Both F and B operations will be open for normal ordering
and indoor dining
* Alder Creek Café open 7-days a week when XC opens
for the season — Edi Bols continue on Thursdays
* Online sales fulfillment improvement to speed up the
process so visitors have more time on the slopes and less
time in ticket and rental lines
